Professional Development & Quality Start-up

As we do each term, the first day back was a professional development day focusing on our school improvement
area of inclusive practices through culturally responsive teaching and Inquiry learning pedagogy.

QOur Peer Mediator program has kicked off with a large number of our Year 5and 6
students taking on duties after having participated in a Peer Mediation workshop at
Malak Primary School.

Peer Mediators assist students in minor disputes to think of ways to work out the
problem themselves in a peaceful manner. It is a voluntary process, and bigger issues
continue to be dealt with by staff on yard duty. In addition to helping make the school a
safer place to learn, the skills gained in the training can be applied throughout a
student’s personal life.




Peer Mediation forms an important part of the school’s
anti-bullying strategies as it supports our ongoing
commitment to student engagement and wellbeing. In
addition, research shows that Peer Mediation enhances
the school climate, even positively contributing to
increased academic performance.
